HEIGHT ADJUSTMENTS

Measure the design height of the air spring(s).

The height should be 4.00 inches £ 0.06. To change the height,

disconnect one end of the valve linkage and adjust accordingly. Tighten the lock nuts on the valve linkage. The valve
arm has a slot which will allow for coarse adjustment also. (See diagram below.)
